Basic Safety Rules

Safety is our #1 Priority

1. Your shotgun must be open and empty at all
times unless you are on station and ready to
shoot.

Your shotgun must be unloaded and open
before turning to leave the station.

3. No more than two shells may be loaded,
regardless of the type of shotgun or  mag-
azine capacity.

4. No shot larger than 7-1/2, 3 1/4 dram (U.S.)
is allowed for any game.

5. Eye and ear protection must be worn at all
times by participants, trap personnel, and
spectators in close proximity.
